outreach at Cum-
berland County Jail (CCJ) is birth-
ing more new believers and re-
commitments than ever before.

They are engaged with the Bible
and have been sharing their strug-
gles and victories.

On any given month, we are able
to reach 60 or more men (in one
cell-block alone) with the trans-
forming love of Jesus through the
power of the Holy Spirit. We have
been doing this for eight years.

During these years, we have provid-
ed thousands of Bibles and gospel
tracts, at no charge, for Cumberland
County Jail and Maine Correctional
Center in Windham.

This is made possible because of the
generous donations from our sup-
porters and our
partners at the
American Bible
Society.

A Rising
Generation
This summer,
we completed a
round of Bible
Studies with a group of 10 young
people ages 12-17. Part of the study
was entitled “Teen Topics” and pro-
vided biblical understanding touch-
ing on the issues that teens face in
this culture.

We held a Bible Basketball event in
Westbrook this summer. Youth were
challenged to live for Jesus and
memorize scripture that they may
“shine as lights” in their schools and
community.
